A READING FROM THE BOOK OF ISAIAH 58:9b-14 
 
If you remove the yoke from among you, the pointing of 

the finger, the speaking of evil, 
if you offer your food to the hungry and satisfy the 

needs of the afflicted, 
then your light shall rise in the darkness 

and your gloom be like the noonday. 
The LORD will guide you continually, 

and satisfy your needs in parched places, 
and make your bones strong; 

and you shall be like a watered garden, 
like a spring of water, 
whose waters never fail. 
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Your ancient ruins shall be rebuilt; 
you shall raise up the foundations of many generations; 

you shall be called the repairer of the breach, 
the restorer of streets to live in. 

If you refrain from trampling the sabbath, 
from pursuing your own interests on my holy day;

A Reading of PSALM 103:1-8 
 

Bless the LORD, O my soul, and all that is within me,  
bless his holy Name. 
Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all  
his benefits. 
He forgives all your sins and heals all your infirmities; 
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He redeems your life from the grave and crowns you  
with mercy and loving-kindness; 
He satisfies you with good things, and your youth 
is renewed like an eagle's. 
The LORD executes righteousness and judgment for  
all who are oppressed. 
He made his ways known to Moses and his works to  
the children of Israel. 
The LORD is full of compassion and mercy, slow to  
anger and of great kindness. 
 
Reader:  This is the Word of the Lord. 
All: Thanks be to God. 
 
A READING FROM THE LETTER TO  
THE HEBREWS 12:18-29 
 
You have not come to something that can be touched, a 
blazing fire, and darkness, and gloom, and a tempest, and the 
sound of a trumpet, and a voice whose words made the 
hearers beg that not another word be spoken to them. (For 
they could not endure the order that was given, "If even an 
animal touches the mountain, it shall be stoned to death." 
Indeed, so terrifying was the sight that Moses said, "I 
tremble with fear.") But you have come to Mount Zion and to

the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to 
innumerable angels in festal gathering, and to the assembly 
of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God the 
judge of all, and to the spirits of the righteous made 
perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and 
to the sprinkled blood that speaks a better word than the 
blood of Abel. See that you do not refuse the one who is 
speaking; for if they did not escape when they refused the 
one who warned them on earth, how much less will we escape 
if we reject the one who warns from heaven! At that time 
his voice shook the earth; but now he has promised, "Yet 
once more I will shake not only the earth but also the 
heaven." This phrase, "Yet once more," indicates the removal 
of what is shaken - that is, created things - so that what 
cannot be shaken may remain. Therefore, since we are 
receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us give 
thanks, by which we offer to God an acceptable worship with 
reverence and awe; for indeed our God is a consuming fire.

All: Thanks be to God. 
 
GRADUAL HYMN:  To Be Announced 
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The Gospel Reading – LUKE 13:10-17 
 
Reader: The Lord be with you.  
People: And also with you. 
Reader: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according 
to Luke. 
People: Glory to You Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Now he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the 
sabbath. And just then there appeared a woman with a spirit 
that had crippled her for eighteen years. She was bent over 
and was quite unable to stand up straight. When Jesus saw 
her, he called her over and said, "Woman, you are set free 
from your ailment." When he laid his hands on her, 
immediately she stood up straight and began praising God. 
But the leader of the synagogue, indignant because Jesus 
had cured on the sabbath, kept saying to the crowd, "There 
are six days on which work ought to be done; come on those 
days and be cured, and not on the sabbath day." But the 
Lord answered him and said, "You hypocrites! Does not each 
of you on the sabbath untie his ox or his donkey from the 
manger, and lead it away to give it water? And ought not this 
woman, a daughter of Abraham whom Satan bound for 
eighteen long years, be set free from this bondage on the 
sabbath day?" When he said this, all his opponents were put 
to shame; and the entire crowd was rejoicing at all the 
wonderful things that he was doing.  
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Leader: The Gospel of Christ.   
People: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.

Celebrant: Dear friends in Christ, God is steadfast in love 
and infinite in mercy; he welcomes sinners and invites them 
to his table. Let us confess our sins, confident in God’s 
forgiveness.

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All: we confess that we have sinned against you in 
thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, and by 
what we have left undone. We have not loved you with 
our whole heart; we have not loved our neighbours as 
ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For 
the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and 
forgive us, that we may delight in your will, and walk in 
your ways, to the glory of your name. Amen. 
 
Celebrant: Almighty God have mercy upon you, pardon and 
deliver you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in 
all goodness, and keep you in eternal life; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.  
 
People: Amen. 
 
The Peace (BAS pg.192) 
Celebrant: The peace of the Lord be always with you.  
People: And also with you.

Blessed are you, Lord, God of all creation.  Through your 
goodness we have this bread to offer, which each has given 
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and human hands have made.  For us it becomes the bread of 
life.

Through your 
goodness we have this wine to offer, fruit of the vine and 
work of human hands.  For us it becomes the cup of 
salvation.    Blessed be God forever. 
 

ALL:  God of glory, receive all we offer this day as a 
symbol of our love, and increase in us that true and 
perfect gift. We ask this in the name of Jesus Christ 
our Lord. 
 
Eucharistic Prayer 2 (BAS pg.196-197) 
 
Celebrant: The Lord be with you.  
People: And also with you. 
Celebrant: Lift up your hearts.  
People: We lift them to the Lord. 
Celebrant: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
People: It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
 
Celebrant:  We give you thanks and praise, almighty God, 
through your beloved Son, Jesus Christ, our Saviour and 
Redeemer. He is your living Word, through whom you have 
created all things. By the power of the Holy Spirit he took 
flesh of the Virgin Mary and shared our human nature. He 
lived and died as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God 
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and Father of all. In fulfilment of your will he stretched out 
his hands in suffering, to bring release to those who place 
their hope in you; and so he won for you a holy people. He 
chose to bear our griefs and sorrows, and to give up his life 
on the cross, that he might shatter the chains of evil and 
death, and banish the darkness of sin and despair. By his 
resurrection he brings us into the light of your presence. 
Now with all creation we raise our voices to proclaim the 
glory of your name. 
 
All:  Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, 
heaven and earth are full of your glory.   
Hosanna in the highest.  
Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
 
Holy and gracious God, accept our praise, through your Son 
our Saviour Jesus Christ; who on the night he was handed 
over to suffering and death, took bread and gave you thanks, 
saying, “Take, and eat: this is my body which is broken for 
you.” In the same way he took the cup, saying, “This is my 
blood which is shed for you. When you do this, you do it in 
memory of me.” Remembering, therefore, his death and 
resurrection, we offer you this bread and this cup, giving 
thanks that you have made us worthy to stand in your 
presence and serve you. We ask you to send your Holy Spirit 
upon the offering of your holy Church. Gather into one all 
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who share in these sacred mysteries, filling them with the 
Holy Spirit and confirming their faith in the truth, that 
together we may praise you and give you glory through your 
Servant, Jesus Christ. All glory and honour are yours, Father 
and Son, with the Holy Spirit in the holy Church, now and 
forever.  
People Amen. 
 
Lord’s Prayer (BAS pg.211) 
Officiant: And now, as our Saviour Christ has taught us, we 
are bold to say,  
 
All: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy 
name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it 
is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And 
forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who 
trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but 
deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, the power, 
and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen. 
 
The Breaking of the Bread #4 (BAS pg.212)
